How much does Created for a Purpose cost? 
The training program is $350.00 for up to 3 people. 
The training program is designed to equip your church 
with the tools you need to run a one week Created 
for a Purpose program. We will review the biblical 
curriculum, the small group notebooks, a variety of art 
projects, food preparation and give you the tools you 
need to organize and run this ministry.
It costs approximately $155.00 for each child who 
participates in Created for a Purpose. $75.00 is paid 
to us, Created for a Purpose. You will receive a t-shirt, 
a small group notebook and a cookbook for every 
child that participates. Additional expenses include: 
art project supplies, food costs, leader t-shirts and food 
costs, administrative and organizational supplies. 
Our experience estimates these costs at $80.00 per 
participant. These costs can vary based on your 
facilities and local food prices. 

What about promotional materials? 
Once you have registered for the training program 
and set the dates for Created for a Purpose at your 
church we will send you pdf artwork for registration 
flyers, posters and a registration form that can be sent 
out via email. We will also add your program location 
and dates to our website.

When do I need to place an order for         
our t-shirts, notebooks and cookbooks? 
We will need final numbers and t-shirt sizes four 
weeks prior to your start date. The registration form 
will have a “register by” date so that you can get   
those numbers to us.

How many leaders do we need per      
number of registrants?
We recommend 1 leader per 4 girls. 

What is a typical week like during        
Created for a Purpose? 

9:00 a.m. until 3:00 p.m.
Girls are divided into groups of 10-14,         
according to age
Each day, girls start and complete a di!erent 
creative project
Each day, there is worship, lunch and            
teaching time
Projects are taught by talented volunteers,    
giving women of all ages the opportunity              
to work together
High school girls serve as counselors and    
provide assistance

Why do we need to come to Birmingham  
for training?
This hands on training session will take your leaders 
through the format of Created for a Purpose, the 
spiritual curriculum, the projects, the recipes and the 
logistics of the week.
